STORM DAMAGE CLEAN-UP

As many of you are aware, April 16, 2011 brought hard to imagine rainfall to the Winter-
green Community.

In less than ten hours we officially measured seven inches of rainfall at the weather
station at the Wintergarden. Higher amounts were anecdotally reported across the
community. While | am not sure if this constitutes a 10, 20 or 30 year rain event. | have
no doubt as to the severity of its resulting damage.

By 12:00 noon on that Saturday we had maintenance crews scouting our road network,
indentifying problems with drainage and as it turned out, futility trying to correct them.
When the sun rose Sunday morning, we inventoried no less than 300 culverts on the
mountain that were partially to completely blocked. Stoney Creek fared much better with
a few notable exceptions.

By close of business today, finally, April 29th, all driveway culverts and connections to
the roadway will have been repaired.

It has been close to ten years since we have experienced such a deluge and
subsequent damage. What some have referred to a "failure" of our drainage systems, |
sincerely believe it is more correct to view it as a case of the design capacity of the
system being overwhelmed.

Our staff was most disheartened by the fact that as late as Friday the 15th of April, they
were actually working on ditch and culvert cleaning only to have their efforts negated in
a matter of hours.

We may go another ten years without another such event or it could happen next week.
Our intention is to evaluate the appropriateness of potential drainage structures up
grades over the course of our ongoing clean-up and repair and ask that you all as
owners be mindful of the same.

As harsh as it sounds, there is a simple logic to the law of the commonwealth that
describe surface water as an enemy common to all that must be defended against by
each owner, regardless of source.

Your staff will continue to assist you in this defense. We cannot however assume
responsibility for natural events which are so outside the norm.

minutes. Additionally, two to three thousand spectator tickets are sold. When you include
event sponsors, vendors, and logistics teams, what you end up with is about 9,000 spread
out over a period of 10 hours X 2 days.

There is certainly an element of bravado and vigor attached to this event; however | never
witnessed any behavior that would be particularly offensive at Wintergreen. Different i
yes, but offensive i probably not. Property owners need to be aware that the resort will
be operating at maximum capacity during the event weekend. Traffic and parking
will be much like it is on July 4™; however it will last the entire weekend as opposed
to a few hours. If you are considering coming to your Wintergreen home during
October, and your schedule is flexible, you may want to consider avoiding the event
altogether. The majority of parking will need to take place off property in large fields, likely
along route 664. This could mean delays while  traveling on 664 and possibly 151 as
well.

This is a huge event unl i ke anything the
WPl is excited about this venture. At the end of the weekend over 10,000 people who are
i nterested Iin extreme outdoor sports wild/l
very difficult to  quantify, simple logic suggests that many of them will return to ski or ride.

WPOA is not a part this event, however we will be leveraging all of our available resources
to minimize inconvenience and provide safety for our owners and guests. The Police
Department and the Fire & Rescue Department have already advised all staff and
volunteers to plan on working the entire weekend. The Wintergreen Ski Patrol will also be
fully engaged.

about some of those reasons and what should be reported or communicated to whom within

the department.

First, there are emergencies and those events you, as an owner, may deem and believe is
an emergency. Those events should only be reported by use of the E911 system by dialing
911 on your phones even if it is your cell phone which should connect you to an Enhanced
911 Center which can transfer you or pass your emergency message to our dispatch center
for a quick response. All 911 calls directly from your landline telephone will connect you
directly to our E911 dispatch center known as the gatehouse. Use the 911 system to report
suspicious activities you might observe, the sound of gun shots fired close by your home,
suspicious persons or vehicles, trespassers, vehicle crashes, or any circumstance that gives
you that gut feeling that maybe things are not right. Your officers are here to respond to any
event 24 hours a day 7 days a week. You, tAh
keep your community safe as we are unable to be everywhere all the time. DO NOT call
someoneds office number to report an emergen

Certainly call the gatehouse at 434-325-1106 to report events or activities you think we
should know about but maybe dondt really qua
stray dogs roaming the streets, maybe someone fishing on one of the lakes that you do not
recognize as another owner or maybe a bear s|

If you need a mailbox on the mountain, a new decal, a form to join the house-check system,
add an alarm to your home, alert the department of an address change, or to ask any
questions you may have, etc.., those types of information can be communicated by calling
Rhonda Proffitt, your owner assistant in the police department, at 325-8526 or by sending
her an email at _rhondaproffitt@wintergreenpolice.org . Rhonda is ready to assist you in your
needs Monday thru Friday from 9:00 am to 5:00 pm daily.

What about other concerns you have? Got a complaint? Did you hear something from your
email buddies?, twitter friends or in facebook? Are rumors flying around? Feel you need to

tell someone else? Does it involve your community? Is it a safety issue? Have a complaint
about speeding? Well thenéfeel free to cal

The Wintergreen Nature Foundation

The Waters of Wintergreen
A lecture series sponsored by The Wintergreen Nature Foundation

with support from WPI, WPOA, Meadowbrook Associates and Jim Taggart

The two sessions of The Wintergreen Nature |
involved a great deal of preparation from the five speakers and an appreciative audience

who asked good questions and received competent answers. The speakers have combined
experience of more than 40 years dealing wit
summaries of their presentations.

Josh Palumbo: The Purity of Wi ntergreenbds He.

Josh Palumbo, forester and TWNE fpresented tereysats ofma n
water sampling results on three of Wintergre
Crawfordds Knob; Stoney Creek, whi ch ori g;i na
and the south fork of the Rockfish River tributary that originates in Pond Hollow, the stream

seen from Route 664 below the mountain gatehouse.

Graphs illustrating ten years of sampling for macro-invertebrates (the tiny aquatic insect
species that are indicators of good water quality) and nitrates (a major fertilizer component)
were shown for the three streams. They indi
within the non-d evel oped Cr awforddés Knob area with F
cleanest rating. The Stoney Creek watershed also showed consistent good quality with
several sampling tests over ten years dropping below the threshold from good to fair quality.
These single test spikes are thought to be associated with large rain events.

The south fork tributary of the Rockfish T monitored by the Virginia Department of
Environmental Quality and TWNF 7 showed the lowest quality in samples taken near and
downhill from the mountain gatehouse. The proximity of the water treatment facility and the
winter salt from roadways are thought to be factors. WPOA now has a roof over the salt
storage, which will greatly lessen any salt content that might be in the runoff.

Josh noted that additional tests were done for other pollutants over this time period and
those tests also showed good stream health. TWNF recently has added tests for E-coli
since lab analysis is no longer essential for this type of monitoring. Early results of those
tests show little or no presence of E-coli. TWNF will likely add Allen Creek in the valley as
a testing site in 2011.

Summary: Wintergreen® streams have shown good water quality over the years with an
occasional spike associated with runoff from heavy rain events, and some compromise
possibly associated with salt from snow removal or discharge from the sewage treatment

pl ant . Al t hough water qguality on al/|l stree
Creek watershed, not surprisingly, shows that the best water quality is in the undeveloped

areas.

George Nicklas: The Distr i buHowothaSystéem Warkst er gr

George Nicklas of Meadowbrook Associates gave a detailed presentation on the
devel opment and current status of Wi ntergre
i nvolved in Wintergreenbts devel opment for me
construction for the original Wintergreen Development Company. As he assumed a
leading role in turning the initial dreams of a mountain community into reality he also
implemented the original plans for Wintergreen& water supply and today still oversees the
transport of the mountain raw water from Lake Monacan in the valley to the water
treatment plant above the Mountain Inn on Wintergreen Drive.

Wi ntergreends mountain raw water comes from
valley lakes; a siphon in Stoney Creek; and, from wells. When the community was
originally developed, seven test wells were drilled on the mountain. Not enough water was

found to supply the community, but three of the original wells plus three additional drilled

wells were enough to supply water from 1974 until 1981 when the water treatment plant,

valley pipelines and pumping stations were installed.

Water is pumped across the valley floor thr
Pinch pumping station at the base of the mountain. Here, from an underground storage

tank, it is pumped up 1,652 vertical feet in 7,500 lineal feet to the 250,000 gallon tank at the
base of Big Acorn ski sl ope. The supply in t
is augmented by an optional siphon from adjacent Stoney Creek. This system serves
snowmaking demands, golf course irrigation requirements and fire hydrants systems, plus
potable water for domestic use. Total current demand on this system is approximately 350

million gallons per year.
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A recent analysis of the pipeline thickness over this distance shows that the transport pipes

are in good condition. The most crucial and perhaps the weakest point in the system are the
pumps at Peggydbds Pinch. There are extremely
push the water up grade. Intensive maintenance at this point is critical as redundancy in the
system is weak, meaning the extremely high horsepower pumps and motors are in limited
supply if replacement is needed. More water storage on the mountain would add redundancy

all owing more time to make repairs if the P
ruptured. Firefighting, heavy seasonal residential and resort use, and snowmaking would all
benefit.

George also noted and complimented WPI on its implementation and use of the York
Snowmaking System. This system monitors temperature and humidity constantly at the
snow gun heads and cuts the compressors on or off at the precise moment conditions are
right for efficient snow making. This system has decreased water usage, resulted in
significant savings on electricity, and has shortened the time needed to open slopes.

Summary: Wintergreenbts raw water is a wel/l n
mountain wells and valley lakes with a pipeline and pumps that bring water for commercial

and residential use to the mountain. While there is some redundancy within the system,

more is needed in the form of storage capacity on the mountain. Valley raw water supplies

were questioned but since they are supplied by private wells and a private distribution
system that is not yet at capacity, they were not part of the discussion.

Jay Roberts and Jim Taggart: Storm Water Management at Wintergreen - Conventional
Wi sdom Doesndét Wor k Here

Jay Roberts, head of WPI mountain operations, and Jim Taggart, engineer, discussed issues

t hat l ed to Wintergreenos current storm wa
conventional storm water management procedures associated with the design and
construction of the tubing park in 2004. Jay
commentary <created a vivid picture of how W
manage storm water on the mountain. The end product was an unconventional approach,

but has since proven itself and is now providing a new standard for mountain top
development.

Using the storm water management plan map, Jim explained the concept showing shaded
areas labeled as containment, conveyance and advancement zones.

The containment zone is the top of the mountain where retention ponds on commercial sites
and gutters with rain barrels in residential areas can be used for soak irrigation, providing a
slow release of rainfall waters before they plunge down slope.

The conveyance zone is represented by ski slopes and other open, treeless property where
the water breaks over the edge and starts its journey downward.

Here Jay showed numerous successful results associated with recent ski development such
as flaring ditches to handle water, increasing the number of water bars on the ski slopes, and
rearranging naturally occurring boulder fields to slow the downbhill rush of water.
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The Wintergreen Nature Foundation- Con't.

The advancement zone area on the map is at lower mountain development elevations where
the water must be let go. This part of the plan was initially contrary to current wisdom. It
resulted in some retention basins being placed uphill from developed sites rather than below
the sites. This method changes the hydrograph of the water and can prevent a damaging
surge at the bottom and failure of containment attempts below the sites.

Summary: Mountain top developments make storm water management very difficult. In most
cases, conventional wisdom placing water retention ponds at the bottom of developed areas
does not work on mountains. WPI, with the help of Jim Taggar t 6 s engi neemas ng
designed a system that allows for containment at the top end of the watershed, controls
conveyance in the middle, and releases at the bottom. This method keeps a significant rain
storm from dumping devastating amounts of runoff into the headwaters streams all at once

where it can accumul ate at the bottom of the
event can carry damaging amounts of silt and can create accelerated erosion channels in
streams I|i ke Stoney Creek. This plan Aspring

arrive at the bottom at the same time.
Russell Otis: The Future of Wintergreens Water Resources

Russell is the executive director of the Wintergreen Property Owners Association and  cur-
rently serves as chairman of the Nelson County Service Authority Board.

There is an essential need for water storage on the mountain. Recent work on the mountain

by the Nelson County Service Authority has increased water treatment capability with a new,

more advanced water treatment facility. Increased water treatment capacity coupled with
increased storage wil|l provide a greater Are
pumping station needs pump replacement or repair. It will also mitigate any short term
residential or commercial water shortages within the mountain top community or resort due

to pipeline failure, and it will give additional firefighting capability.

Research is underway for a five-million gallon water storage tank on the mountain. The
proposed location for the tank is on Grassy Ridge Drive in the vicinity of the ski compressor
building. WPI will partner with the Nelson County Service Authority in funding this effort.

Increases in water capacity to fulfill any additional long term development is being addressed
by review of a new lake / reservoir in the Rodes Farm area of the valley.

Summary: There is an immediate need for more water storage on the mountain. Recent
treatment capacity expansion has been accomplished and has set the stage for the next
step, which is a storage tank. Long term development needs are being addressed by
ongoing study of a new reservoir facility in the valley. The Nelson County Service Authority
currently is soliciting proposals from engineering firms for both of these project so that phase
of the work can begin immediately.
